Codices iuris Lubecensis: A Comparison of Medieval Manuscripts
For many centuries the Lübeck law supplied a common legal frame for the Hanseatic League. More than 100 cities around the Baltic Sea received codes of the Lübeck law. More than 40 complete manuscripts and fragments with Lübeck law from the Medieval Period survived fire and war. Since the archive in Tallinn contains the largest number of these manuscripts, the 9th Conference in Legal History in the Baltic Sea Area in Estonia is the right place to celebrate 800 years of Codices iuris Lubecensis. The lecture will deliver an updated overview on the medieval manuscripts. It will also compare the Latin and German texts on the Lübeck law and will exam the Lübeck law as a running code.
