Transcript for the ‘Sunflowers’ activity 

Introduction

Children love sunflowers.
Sunflowers lend themselves especially well to help transmit language and knowledge in a visual way.

Today we will plant sunflower seeds in a nursery school. 
To do this activity, we need:
1. Sunflower seeds
2. Potting soil
3. A flowerpot
4. A saucer or underpot
5. A watering can
6. A small shovel

Rich language input

I take the flowerpot. 
This is a round pot; it is grey and made of plastic.

I fill the pot with garden soil.
To do this, I need a small shovel.

Now I put the 6 sunflower seeds in the flowerpot and press them lightly with my fingers until they are about 1cm deep in the soil. 

Then I take the watering can and I water the soil. 
My watering can is green and made of plastic. 
I make sure the soil is always moist. 

I wait for the first sprouts to come out of the ground.
After a few weeks the seeds sprout and the shoots emerge from the earth. 

I put the flowerpot on the windowsill.
I make sure that the flowerpot is not exposed to direct sunlight.
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
