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I. Introduction

Abstracts should be submitted via EasyChair at https://easychair.org/conferences/?conf=isaph2024. All abstracts will be peer-reviewed before acceptance. Do not include author names or affiliations, and please submit abstracts as property-free PDF files. Abstracts must be no more than 2 pages, including figures and references, and they must be written in English using the abstract submission process on EasyChair, you will be asked to provide (1) author info, (2) Title of abstract, (3) Keywords - at least three, (4) your preference for oral or poster presentation, and (5) your PDF file to upload.
Interest in the importance of speech communication has been growing in recent years, and phonetic knowledge is essential in the teaching of any language. In our increasingly globalized society, educators involved in teaching pronunciation and phonetics have an important role to play, but many feel isolated and are uncertain about what and how to teach. Following on the success of ISAPh2016 in Nagoya, ISAPh2018 in Aizuwakamatsu, ISAPh2021 Tarragona, and ISAPh2022 in Lund, this symposium continues the opportunity to raise questions, discuss issues, and share information.

Number equations consecutively. Equation numbers, within parentheses, are to position flush right, as in (1), using a right tab stop. To make your equations more compact, you may use the solidus ( / ), the exp function, or appropriate exponents. Italicize Roman symbols for quantities and variables, but not Greek symbols. Use a long dash rather than a hyphen for a minus sign. Punctuate equations with commas or periods when they are part of a sentence, as in:

Note that the equation is centered using a center tab stop. Be sure that the symbols in your equation have been defined before or immediately following the equation. Use “(1)”, not “Eq. (1)” or “equation (1)”, except at the beginning of a sentence: “Equation (1) is . . .” 
III. Using the Template
A. Authors and Affiliations

The template is designed for, but not limited to, six authors. A minimum of one author is required for all conference articles. Please keep your affiliations as succinct as possible (for example, do not differentiate among departments of the same organization).

B. Figures and Tables

Figure captions should be below the figures; table heads should appear above the tables. Insert figures and tables after they are cited in the text. Use the abbreviation “Fig. 1”, even at the beginning of a sentence. Please feel free to use color in your figures if it helps to clarify the information.

Figure Labels: Use 8-point Times New Roman for Figure labels.
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We suggest that you use a text box to insert a graphic (which is ideally a 300 dpi TIFF or EPS file, with all fonts embedded) because, in an MSW document, this method is somewhat more stable than directly inserting a picture.


To have non-visible rules on your frame, use the MSWord “Format” pull-down menu, select Text Box > Colors and Lines to choose No Fill and No Line.
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
