
A Wrocław manuscript and the genre of "cryptic" Writings in Humanist Greek

The anonymous manuscript preserved in the Wrocław University Library with the call number Akcesja 1948/183 is described in the inventories of the library as a Greek codex of the 17th century containing some religious writings and practical tips. These turn out to be very strange, cryptic texts. They recall a small genre of humanist Greek, when scholars in the West deliberately employed this learned language, so as to avoid being understood by uneducated persons.
